Vegetation management in the Ogemaw Hills management area (MA) (Figure 4.28.1) will provide timber products; 

maintain or enhance wildlife habitat; protect areas of unique threatened, endangered and special concern species; and 

provide for forest-based recreational uses. Timber management for this 10-year planning period will focus on harvesting 

older jack pine, balancing the age-class distributions of oak and aspen and regenerating red pine. Wildlife habitat 

management objectives include perpetuating early-successional communities for species adapted to young forests for 

hunting and other wildlife-related recreation opportunity. Expected trends within this 10-year planning period are the need 

to regenerate oak and red pine, continue to balance aspen age-class distributions, an expected increase in recreation 

pressure and continued wildfire prevention and suppression.

Soils on the uplands generally consist of Roselawn and Grayling sands.  There is a low amount of wetlands within this 

compartment which are dominated by Lupton Muck.

The topography within this compartment is generally made up of rolling hills.

There is multiple private property scattered within the compartment and the surrounding township.  The town of St. Helen 

lies just to the north of the compartment.

This compartment is south of St. Helen and bisected by Emery Road. Stand types include aspen, oak, and mixed 

deciduous. The compartment is important to deer, turkey, grouse and woodcock.  This compartment sees heavy pressure 

for hunting with easy access from Emery Road as a popular public access route.  Management considerations include 

treatments that will promote hard and soft mast production for wildlife, including retention of large crown mast producing 

trees when possible.  Early successional species such as aspen should be managed to ensure young stands are always 

available for grouse and woodcock.  To promote benefit small mammals, brush piles will be constructed in association 

with timber harvests whenever possible.  Currently there is one managed wildlife opening within the compartment which is 

a former hydraulic fracture deep well site. This site may be better suited to a pine plantation or used as a pinecone 

orchard.

No known potential exists for metallic minerals in this part of the state. The nearest active sand/gravel pit is two miles to 

the southwest. Commercial aggregate and borrow pits are common in this region, and there is generally good potential for 

sand & gravel within the outwash and ice-contact glacial deposits of the area. There appears to be some good potential 

for sand & gravel on the uplands within the compartment, but there may also be significant amounts of clay in places. The

permitting activity in the area. In 2012-13, Devon Energy completed two test wells in the Collingwood Formation in 

sections 27 and 34. The State Richfield 1-27 test well in Sec 27 had shows of oil & gas in multiple Devonian formations in 

addition to the Collingwood Formation but was considered a dry hole. A lateral well in Sec 34 had some natural gas in the 

Collingwood, but the well also produced significant amounts of water and was ultimately plugged and abandoned in 2013. 

There are currently active state oil & gas leases less than two miles northeast of the compartment, and there may be 

some potential for additional hydrocarbon discoveries beneath the compartment. There is little well control in this area 

and without access to proprietary seismic data, potential is uncertain. 

Vehicle access is very good throughout the compartment due to its proximities to M-55 and F-97.  Multiple county roads 

and forest roads traverse the uplands increasing its accessibility.

The MUCC, ORV and snowmobile trail all run through this compartment.  This is also a popular area for hunting.

Fuels in the compartment are of lesser volatility under normal seasons  Access for the majority of the stands is good for 

fire suppression.  There are lots of natural and man-made barriers to slow fire spread. There is hilly terrain that may be 

difficult to operate some equipment. Recreation is popular in this compartment and that may contribute to a fire start in 

many seasons.
