The management objectives this YOE will consist of selection harvests in two hardwood stands including one stand 
adjacent in Compartment 13. Other management will include regeneration treatments in various mature aspen, softwood 
mix types to begin the 0-10 year age class of these types. Treatments that are in the deer yard areas will be restricted to 
winter harvest.  

Soils are generally Shelter-Posen-Summerville series.  These typical Drummond soils shallow with variable drainage. 
Glacial lake benches are commonly associated with the northern hardwood types. Topography is uplands gently rolling 
into lowland swamps.

Residences, hunting and recreational camps surround the compartment on the north and east sides. State land continues 
on the west side, and Michigan Dolomite owns and operates a quarry on the south side. The primary use of state land is 
hunting, and timber management.

Potential for several species of wildlife according to the MNFI data base which is always crossed reference before 
conducting treatments.

The old Bailey farm is in this compartment.  Some building remains still visible as well as old appliances. Fields have filled 
in with aspen, tamarack, spruce, and balm.  A nearby hardwood stand served as the old sugar bush area with an old boiler 
foundation still on site.

Deer yard

This compartment contains Moushie Creek (intermittent), Boot Lake, Bailey Lake, and Squeaky Lake. Prescribed 
treatments are appropriate for the protection of these waterbodies.

This compartment is part of the Drummond Island Management Area where featured wildlife species include black bear, 
northern goshawk, ruffed grouse, sharp-tailed grouse, snowshoe hare, and white-tailed deer.  It is located on the 
southwest side of the island in deer wintering complex.  Most of the land in the compartment was acquired using State 
Game Fund resources.  A number of lakes and two streams as well as associated riparian areas are in or partially in the 
compartment, and the Pigeon Cove Flooding is just to the west of it.  Forested cover types range from lowland cedar and 
mixed cover to aspen and northern hardwoods.  Habitats are influenced by the limestone bedrock, which is at or near the 
surface in most places.  Rocky outcrops and boulders exist in places.  Management over the last 10 years included 
removal of most diseased beech in some northern hardwood stands, planting red oak in parts of stands 7 and 18 (two 
areas where beech had been cut) to provide a future source of hard mast, and retention of cedar-dominated conifer cover 
for wintering deer.  Most cuts have been completed in the winter so tops could be accessible as browse for wintering deer.
Wildlife objectives will be similar to those over the last 10 years.  Cedar and other lowland conifer cover will be maintained 
for wintering deer as well as other species like bear.  Age class and structural diversity will be encouraged by treating 
some stands.  The young growth will benefit ruffed grouse, deer, snowshoe hare, and other wildlife.  Harvests on most

stands will take place during the winter months so tops are available as browse for wintering deer.  Snags and coarse 
woody debris will remain to provide habitat for a variety of species, including some amphibians.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known metallic 
mineral potential in this area. Multiple active sand/gravel pits are less than one mile to the northeast, and there may be 
potential for sand & gravel within the compartment on the uplands. Dolostone is quarried on the island immediately south 
of the compartment, and Drummond Dolomite (Carmeuse) is looking to potentially expand their operations (primarily to the 
south and east). Glacial drift appears to be thicker in the east half of the compartment, whereas bedrock dolostone is near 
the surface in the west half. In addition, the west half of the compartment is underlain by Engadine dolomite, which is the 
primary target of quarry operations. The east half is underlain by Manistique Group dolomite. Wetlands and a shallow 
water table in this area could make surface mining more costly. The State does not own much of the mineral rights within 
the compartment and may or may not own the rights to the non-metallic minerals depending on deed language. Because 
the mineral estate is the dominant estate, reasonable access to the surface must be provided to private owners if they 
choose to explore or develop their mineral rights

Reasonable access to most parts of the compartment with 2 or 4 wheel drive vehicles. Permission is needed to use the 
Quarry Road for management.

 SW 1/4 of Section 2 and the S1/2 of Section 3.

Snowmobile trail through compartment, hunting and dispersed camping. No ORV trails in the compartment.

Water sources are Pigeon Cove on the west side, Boot and Bailey’s Lake on the east side, and there is good road access.

Currently, there is a land exchange process with the Quarry in the SESW of Section 2. The quarry is expanding the pit 
northward to their property boundary.

There is a rocky area to protect adjacent to the Old Issacson Rd. that should be excluded from the sale area. If large boulders are 
encountered as sale is set up, rare species survey will be needed.  Alternatively, a 100 ft. buffer can be placed around boulders. Normal 
snowmobile trail protections (5' stumps cut flush, 10' no slash, leave a snow base)

The goal of this treatment is to regenerate patches of aspen and protect areas of cedar that provide cover along with areas of moss covered 
boulders.  This treatment will harvest up to 20 acres of this stand.  The current boundary is drawn in the approximate location of known 
operable areas but is subject to change.  Within the cut areas harvest all trees down to 2" in DBH except pine and oak. Work with WLD 
during sale layout to establish the sale boundary.
