Management during this year of entry will continue to focus on mature black spruce stands throughout the compartment. 
Many of the spruce ridges and islands are overmature but very difficult access, especially in the far west makes the 
likelihood of harvesting all of it prior to secession unlikely. Many stands have a declining overstory of black spruce with a 
dense understory of younger spruce.    

Relatively flat, this compartment is primarily lowland softwood and marsh rising to upland in the northeast. Black spruce 
islands give away the presence of Pence-Kalkaska sands while the marshes are of the Markie-Dawson mucks.

Chippewa County airport has most of the ownership bounding the east side, large landowners are on the west and south, 
virtually land locking much of that area. Land use is hunting, blue berry picking and trash dumping.

Eagle nests exist in the northern half of the compartment. The MNFI database is consulted before any management 
activity exists.

This compartment is in the Munuscong River watershed, near Kincheloe.  The compartment contains the headwaters to an 
unnamed tributary to the Munuscong River, as well as part of a small pond.  The prescribed treatments are appropriate for 
the protection of these waterbodies.  

This compartment is in the Kinross Bog Management Area where featured wildlife species include American bittern, black 
bear, beaver, and snowshoe hare. It is dominated by lowland stands. Black spruce is dominant in many forested stands. 
Other common species include red maple, tamarack, jack pine, aspen, and birch. There are also larger bog areas where 
leatherleaf and other bog species are prevalent. Wildlife objectives here include encouraging age class diversity between 
lowland conifer stands, maintaining species diversity within stands, and protecting the bog and other wetland habitats. 
Retention in treated lowland conifer stands will include species representative of the stands. Oak will generally be left 
where present to encourage hard mast production. A limited amount of oak will be harvested in two stands to encourage 
oak regeneration and recruitment in those stands. Wetlands and waterbodies will be buffered appropriately to maintain the 
bog and nearby habitat. Rare species will be protected. Species benefitting from this management will include snowshoe 
hare, black bear, fisher, marten, bobcat, and a number of birds.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known metallic 
mineral potential in this area. Multiple active sand & gravel pits occur within three miles east of the compartment including 
the State-owned Kinross AFB Pit, which is currently leased to Payne & Dolan. Due to wetlands, potential for sand & gravel 
development within the compartment appears limited.

Generally good access to the areas worth accessing. A good dirt road called the Perimeter road extends the entire length 
of the east side linking between Kalio Rd and M-129 via 20 Mile Rd. The south part can be accessed from Pealine Rd. The 
west and north-central portion is landlocked with black spruce islands and marshes.

Surveys are needed in 44N 1W sections 6 and 8. There is the potential for surveys to be needed in 44N 2W Sections 1 
and 12 if the decision to treat stands further into the western half of the compartment is made. 

The Perimeter Road is a snowmobile trail. Hunting and berry picking are likely the most common activities. 

Some fire potential exists on the east end of the compartment. It is generally dry with a few pine plantations and some jack 
pine. The west end is very wet.
