Past management has focused on the regeneration of aspen. This trend will continue during this planning period.  
Management will be focused on mature patches of timber along with starting to break up the age classes of aspen in this 
compartment. 

This glacial outwash area is nearly flat on the Northwest and then drops off abruptly in the Southeast where mucks and wet 
clays are found. An apparent anomaly to the flatness is an area locally known as “The Mountain”, which is an abrupt hill 
that consists of a mix of sand, cobble stone and clay.  The mountain is located in the NWNW of section 36. 

Private holdings are located on all sides of the compartment except to the South, this is state land. 

None known at this time. 

This compartment is within the Munuscong Bay State Wildlife Management Area.

This compartment is within the Munuscong River/St. Marys River watershed. There are no waterbodies within this 
compartment, so Fisheries has no concerns at this time.

This compartment is located in the Munuscong Wildlife Management Area where featured wildlife species include 
American bittern, American woodcock, mallard, sharp-tailed grouse, and white-tailed deer.  The compartment is north of 
Munuscong Bay and consists of a mix of upland and lowland types.  A long opening exists in uplands on the western side.  
Aspen is dominant around that and extending to the northeast and southwest, providing habitat for white-tailed deer, ruffed 
grouse and American woodcock.  The eastern side, particularly southeast, is dominated by lowland forested and 
scrub/shrub cover is dominant. Tamarack, balsam poplar, black spruce, alder, and willow are common, providing habitats 
used by white-tailed deer, snowshoe hare, and American woodcock. Wildlife objectives include diversifying age classes in 
aspen types, retaining important mast producing species such as oak and hazelnut where present, and maintaining the 
opening. Aspen treatments, both upland and lowland, will help to create age class diversity in this area. Species benefitting 
from this management include deer, hare, ruffed grouse, and woodcock.

Surface sediments consist of coarse-textured glacial till and lacustrine (lake) clay, silt, sand and gravel. The glacial drift 
thickness varies between 100 and 200 feet. The Ordovician Trenton and Black River Formations subcrop below the glacial 
drift. These formations are quarried for stone/dolomite. The compartment has a gravel pit located in Section 25 and 
potential appears to be good in the central upland areas. There is no economic oil and gas production in the UP.

Survey is needed in Section 30 to establish a timber sale boundary.
