This compartment is a part of the Benzie Outwash Management Area.  Within this compartment there is a high percentage 
of early successional forest types consisting primarily of aspen, red maple and cherry that will continue to require harvest 
treatments to balance age class distributions.  We will concentrate our harvest efforts on the oldest age classes to 
regenerate.  Most of the proposed treatments are targeting these stands.  These cuts will have retention islands as well as 
various scattered retention trees remaining.

Soils in this compartment include Kalkaska, Rubicon, and Roscommon-AuGres-Croswell sands.  Topography is level to 
gently rolling, with some low hardwood hills in the southwest and southeast corners of the compartment.  There is a shallow 
valley along Kinney Creek.  Some flat areas south of Cinder Road have a high water table with some wetlands.

This part of Benzie County is predominantly forested state land.  There are a campground and several cottages and homes 
along Turtle Lake, just west of the compartment.  Private land parcels along Cinder and Miller Roads have low density rural 
homes.

Kinney Creek flows underground across most of section 21 and emerges near the west section line.  A short stretch of 
seasonal flowage drains lowland aspen forest on the east side of section 28 into a seasonally wet grassy opening near the 
center of the section.

There are known concerns within the compartment.  All proposed management activities have taken these concerns into 
consideration.

A pocket of oak wilt has been confirmed in section 33 and treatment is being prescribed to contain it.  Also, see all other 
attached proposed treatments.

Kinney Creek is a designated trout stream that flows through the northern portion of this compartment.  Suitable buffers (as 
outlined in Water Quality Management Practices on Forest Land) should be applied to treatment areas adjacent to Kinney 
Creek.

Compartment 17 is comprised of a broad outwash plain with few lakes and wetlands.  There is a campground nearby and 
this area receives a fair number of hunters and recreationalists.  Kinney Creek transects the middle of this compartment but 
is mostly underground in this area.  
The sandy soils of this land type association (LTA) were often the setting for large wildfires.  Felling of encroaching woody 
vegetation may be necessary to maintain the openings.  Many wildlife species prefer areas with forest edge.  Such animals 
include white-tailed deer, white-throated sparrow, and blue racer. 
Large areas north of Cinder Road are aspen stands.  Presettlement vegetation was mostly upland conifers (white pine) and 
this area has a natural tendency to revert back to this stage.  Since mixed-aged aspen stands are desirable for many wildlife 
species, management objectives should focus in keeping this area at a mid-successional stage.  Timber practices should 
include a plan for variable age classes within the aspen stands, with the inclusion of large coarse woody debris.   Timber 
harvest practices that would mimic fires of various intensities should be implemented, when applicable.  Animals that may 
be found here include white-tailed deer, ruffed grouse, smooth green snake, and northern flicker.  
The lowland areas within this compartment are mixed lowland shrubs.  These areas provide cover and a food source with its 
many berries.  The oak stands should be managed to try to regenerate these species, while still providing hard mast for

wildlife.

Surface sediments consist of glacial outwash sand and gravel and postglacial alluvium and minor coarse-textured till. The 
glacial drift thickness varies between 400 and 600 feet. Beneath the glacial drift is the Devonian Ellsworth Shale. The 
Ellsworth is used for cement products. A gravel pit is located one and one-half miles to the northwest and there should be 
potential, especially to the south. This area is located in an area of recent Antrim Shale development. The Compartment is 
leased for oil and gas development and the Antrim Shale appears to have potential.  (Tom Hoane)

There is good vehicle access throughout the compartment.

There are no known survey needs within this compartment at this time.

The Betsie River snowmobile trail crosses section 33.  Non-Winter cuts are preferred, however, if a winter cut is 
silviculturally desirable, then appropriate snowmobile trail protection specifications should be used to accommodate both 
timber sale,and snowmoibiling activities.  Additional snowmobile related trail protection specifications should be used if trail 
is impacted by timber treatments.  Dispersed recreational activities in this compartment include hunting, camping, trapping, 
mushrooming, and berry picking. (T.M.N. 4/14/14)

This area has wildfire protection by the Almira Township Fire Department and the Traverse City DNR.

Any of the private lands within this compartment should be considered for purchase if they become available.  Purchase of 
these lands would further help to block in State ownership of land within this compartment, thereby making land 
management easier with better access and allowing more contiguous land area for public enjoyment and use.
